Pets Database – Forms Extension
To make things even more easy when filling out a form, you are now going to create one that provides a drop down list to choose the entry from.  This improves upon accuracy and ensures that your database has data in it that is uniform and therefore manageable.
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It’s very simple.  
Follow the instructions for creating a table up to the point where you have clicked on the double chevron (>>) to enter all data from TBL_OWNERS into the form.   

Instead of clicking on next, go up to the Tables/Queries box and select TBL_PETS.  Click the double chevron again so that you have the contents of both tables in your list.  
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You will then get a box like this, asking how you want display your data.   Select Linked forms and click next.  Choose the background that you want and then name each form FRM_OWNERS and FRM_PETS.  Then click Finish.  

You should end up with a form button within the form so that as you enter data for each owner, you can click on the pets button and get a display of the pets belonging to that owner.  
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Using the design view, you can re-arrange the columns to fit your view a bit better.  See if you can do this without getting all the field names and boxes mixed up!!!
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
